Trinity Evangelical
Lutheran Church

apart from the
general operation

of the congregation.

The Trinity Lutheran Endowment Fund
is not a part of the regular church budget.
It is intended to extend the support and
outreach of this congregation beyond its
routine, ongoing operation. In addition,
members and friends of Trinity are
encouraged to be motivated, inspired, and
visionary in offering planned and
deferred gifts for God’s glory during and
after their lifetime.

What does the
Endowment Fund do?
Proceeds from designated gifts to the
Endowment Fund are distributed annually for
the recommended purposes of:

• Church related youth camps

• Grants to Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America (ELCA); its schools, colleges,
seminaries, campus ministries, church-
related camps, social service agencies,
institutions and agencies to which Trinity
relates; and to special programs designed
for those persons in our parish area who are
in spiritual and/or economic need.

• Missions of the ELCA at home and
overseas, including but not limited to,
grants to the ELCA and/or the Greater
Milwaukee Synod for world missions, world
hunger, educational ministries, capital
financing, TV/radio evangelism, professional
leadership, and ecumenism.

• Any designated areas in any proportion as
determined by the Committee and approved
by the Congregation Council for causes and
programs, which at the discretion of the
Committee and approved by the
Congregation Council, are consistent with
the Fund’s purpose of enhancing the
benevolent mission of Trinity.

RECIPIENTS of Fund grants include:
• All Peoples Church, Milwaukee
• Badger Teen Encounter
• Habitat for Humanity
• Healing the Children
• Interfaith Caregivers
• Ozaukee County Needy Families

Since 1992, the year the Fund was
established, Trinity Lutheran Church has
given over $200,000 to support the outreach
mission of this congregation.

An application for organizations seeking
support from the Endowment Fund is
available from the church office.

How can you give to the
Endowment Fund? 
As Christians, just as we give proportionately
for the Lord’s work from our income annually,
so we are encouraged to give proportionately
from our accumulated resources as legacy
gifts. It is the desire of Trinity Evangelical
Lutheran Church to encourage, receive and
administer these gifts in a manner consistent
with the loyalty and devotion to our Lord
expressed by the donors and in accord with
the policies of the congregation.

Christians can give to the work of the
church through:

• Bequests (a designation in one’s will or
living trust)

• Life insurance proceeds (either through
beneficiary designation or through a gift
of the policy itself)

• Assignment of certificates of deposit
• Transfers of property such as cash,

stocks, bonds and real estate
• Memorial gifts in the name of a family

member or friend
• Charitable gift annuity remainders
• Charitable remainder trust remainders
• Beneficiary designation in an IRA or

other retirement plan
• A Donation given at anytime
